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As the government restrictions begin to ease and the infection rate continues to fall we have made
the decision to alter the staggered drop off and pick-up times. This will mean that the children will
be back to normal school hours from the start of Term 5 (Monday 19 April 2021), which is a positive

move forward.

If you have children with different drop-off and pick-up times, please drop off at the earliest time
and pick up at the latest time, as you have previously been doing.
