e Reading: This term, we will continue using the Accelerated Reader (AR) scheme. Children
have the opportunity to complete a quiz related to their book and move up a level based on their
score. The children are now being asked to complete a quiz with a score of 100% to move up a
level. To encourage a love of reading, your child may be given a range of levels to choose from
to increase the variety of books available to them.

e Times tables: We have the Multiplication Tables Check (MTC) this year so there will be an
extra focus on timetables. We will be doing work in school on this. However, if children can
practice their times tables at home that would be very helpful.

e Homework will include:
o Reading: The reading raffle will continue with children being awarded one raffle
ticket for reading at least once a week and two raffle tickets awarded for four or more

reads. Please read at least 4 times a week and record this in their reading records.

o Homework menu: Children can choose from a range of different activities which will
be linked to our topic. These will be sent out with your topic web.
. TTRS: With the Multiplication Tables Check (MTC) approaching this year we are

encouraging the children to practise their tables as often as possible to increase their
fluency. Keep an eye out for competitions between classes and year groups!

. Multiplication Challenge sheet: If your child is unable to access TTRS at home, then
please complete the challenge sheet sent home each Friday.
. Spellings: A list of new spellings will be sent home every Friday for the children to

practise.

o Topic: As Geographers we will be finding out about locations around the world with

a focus on South America.
